That is the thrust of a recent report by Professor Nick Bosanquet and the
Optical Confederation in response to the government White Paper, ‘Equity
and excellence: liberating the NHS’, in
which there was little mention of
eyecare services. Professor Bosanquet’s
report, entitled ‘Liberating the NHS:
eye care — making a reality of equity
and excellence’, argues that an
estimated one third of out-patient
follow-up appointments could be
delivered in local optical practices,
which would reduce the burden on
over-stretched hospitals.

Liberating the NHS: Eye Care
Making a Reality of Equity and Excellence

Professor Bosanquet, of Imperial
impeia Colege College London, presents the case for
London more community eyecare, which
would help ensure that eye conditions
were detected and treated -early,
reducing the high level of avoidable
blindness and creating an estimated saving of up to £4bn a year. He calls
for policy makers to enable optometry to have a bigger role in achieving the
government aim for high quality local healthcare services at a reduced
cost, identifying community eyecare provision as a ‘model service’, which
already exemplifies the ambitions of the NHS White Paper.

Report advocates roll out of local
eyecare schemes

The report urges the NHS Commissioning Board to commend to GP
commissioning consortia the early adoption of the LOC Support Unit
Glaucoma Referral Refinement and Ocular Hypertension Monitoring
Pathways, which have been hailed as ‘flawless’ by the National Institute for
Clinical Excellence (NICE) and have been endorsed by the Joint Committee
of the Royal College of Ophthalmologists and the College of Optometrists.
Professor Bosanquet also calls for the rapid confirmation by NICE of
national quality standards/pathways for:

Stable glaucoma management in the community

Primary eyecare assessment and referral services in the community
Cataract direct referral and post-operative management in the community
Low vision services in the community

Stable diabetic retinopathy management in the community

“Universal availability of these services would have the scope significantly
to reduce pressure on hospital eye services, accident and emergency
departments and GP services,” writes Professor Bosanquet. “These quality
standards/pathways can easily be constructed from the successful LOC
Support Unit and other local pathways which are already in operation, or by
further development working with other interested stakeholders. It would
be a simple task for NICE or the royal colleges to endorse them on behalf
of the NHS Commissioning Board.”

Meeting the sight loss challenge

According to Professor Bosanquet and the Optical Confederation,
established local schemes across the country demonstrate that eyecare
services can be delivered by optometrists in the community with the

same degree of quality and reliability, and with no increased risk to
the patient. The Professor advocates the rolling out of these successful
local eyecare services on a nationwide basis to make the best use of all
available resources.

“By 2050 the number of people living with sight loss is set to increase by
115 per cent to almost four million people, unless urgent action is taken
now,” warned the Professor. “The NHS urgently needs to free up capacity
in hospital eyecare services. Re-engineering eyecare services, as |
propose, is the only way of meeting this challenge. This opportunity has
been missed twice in the last decade. It is vital not to miss it again which
is why | wanted to undertake this review. Eye health and eye care should
be flagships for NHS reform.”

John Baron MP, co-chair of the All
Party Parliamentary Group on Eye
Health and Visual Impairment,
welcomed the report, saying:
“Transferring hospital out-patients
to the high quality care of
optometrists could not only speed
up their treatment but save the NHS
billions of pounds a year. It would
also free up hospital capacity to
treat sight-threatening conditions.”

Speaking more recently, at an Eye
Health Alliance (EHA) parliamentary
reception on 17 January, the MP
added: “We need to act now to stop
more people needlessly going blind
due to undetected eye conditions.
Eye health is often overlooked and
we must work together to change this. This important public health
message must be taken seriously by national and local government,
commissioners, and health and social care professionals.”

Professor Bosanquet raising awareness at a

Heather Marshall, EHA head of public affairs, added: “Sight is the sense
that people fear losing the most and yet eye health is still an unknown issue
for many people. We need to raise public awareness of eye health and
highlight the importance of regular sight tests so that eye conditions can be
detected and treated early.”
